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      ICC Will Host 111(d) Policy Session to Address Clean Generation and Energy Efficiency
On September 23, 2014, the Illinois Commerce Commission will host its second Policy Session to address the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) draft guidelines to states for establishing carbon standards for existing power plants under section 111(d) of the Clean Air Act.  This session is the second of three being hosted by the ICC in conjunction with IEPA, IPA and DCEO to explore Illinois’ path forward.  In particular, this session will focus on building blocks 3 and 4 of US EPA’s guidelines, which contemplate the use of additional renewable generation, the preservation of each state’s current nuclear fleet and the expansion of end-use energy efficiency programs to reach the targeted emissions reduction goal.  Given Illinois’ generation mix, which features the largest nuclear fleet in the nation, and Illinois’ existing support for renewable generation and energy efficiency in the form of its Renewable and Energy Efficiency Portfolio Standards, this session will feature a robust discussion how each piece can play a part in the state’s compliance plan.
