The Comm ssion, back in August of this

year, sustained the ALJ's ruling striking portions
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of CUB and Il EC' s testinmony suggesting the
Comm ssion reconsider an issue -- that is, the sale
of Ameren's generation units that caused an increase
in |last year's rates -- and how that issue affects
t he prudence and reasonabl eness of this year's
revenue requirement.

That testinmony did not suggest or
argue for a refund of rates approved in the 2015
Formul a Rate Update -- as that is clearly prohibited
by the Act as a collateral attack on | ast year's
approved rates -- rather that testinony argued that
the rates under consideration in this proceeding
should be adjusted after reconsidering the effects
of the issue of the sale of generation units on this
year's rates.

Ameren, in seeking to strike this
evi dence, claimed that the testi mony engaged in an
i mperm ssible collateral attack and proceeded to
argue that the Comm ssion was precluded from
reconsi dering the issue.

As | noted back in August, the

testinmony stricken does not engage in a coll ateral
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attack but merely asks the Comm ssion to reconsider
an issue, and substantial case |aw has established
t hat issue preclusion does not apply in rate cases.
| believe that striking this testinony
ran contrary to case |aw and was an abuse of
di scretion and that the record is inconplete as a
result. | will, therefore, be voting no. Thank
you.
