SUBJECT:   ICC Staff Workshops on Section 16-111.5B Energy Efficiency Programs           Required by the Illinois Commerce Commission’s Final Order in Docket No. 12-0544

In its December 19, 2012 Final Order in ICC Docket No. 12-0544 (“2013 Procurement Order”), the Illinois Commerce Commission (“Commission” or “ICC”) directed ICC Staff to work with the Illinois Power Agency (“IPA”) to conduct a series of workshops regarding the Section 16-111.5B energy efficiency programs “to determine if there are additional changes or refinements to consider with regard to such requests, suggestions, or recommendations in future procurement proceedings.”
  
ICC Staff requests input from interested parties regarding Section 16-111.5B issues that should be considered in the workshop process to facilitate organization of the workshop agenda with the goal being “to determine if there are additional changes or refinements to consider with regard to such requests, suggestions, or recommendations in future procurement proceedings.”  ICC Staff requests interested parties to provide a list of Section 16-111.5B issues to have addressed in the workshop process.  For each issue, please provide a brief explanation and identify the issue to be resolved through the workshop process.  Please send the list of issues in a format consistent with that requested above (i.e., with an explanation of the issue and what decision needs to be made) to Jennifer Hinman jhinman@icc.illinois.gov and Thomas Kennedy tkennedy@icc.illinois.gov.  We would appreciate receiving input from interested parties by close of business March 8, 2013.  Following receipt of the issues to incorporate into a workshop agenda, ICC Staff will provide notice to interested parties regarding dates the workshops will be held along with an agenda for the workshops.  Please note that advocates for the various positions on these issues should be prepared to discuss them in detail at the workshops.

� The 2013 Procurement Order states:


It appears to the Commission that no further findings or conclusions regarding energy efficiency programs under Section 16-111.5B of the PUA are required in this proceeding.  Because this is the first procurement proceeding to consider the Section 16-111.5B energy efficiency programs, and considering the lack of agreement on other requests, suggestions or recommendations -- for which determinations are not required by statute -- the Commission declines to render a decision or require modifications to the Procurement Plan with respect to these matters.  However, in light of the fact that several parties have raised or otherwise addressed additional requests, suggestions, or recommendations regarding the Section 16-111.5B energy efficiency programs that warrant further attention, the Commission directs Staff to work with the IPA to conduct a series of workshops – if the IPA is agreeable to doing so -- to determine if there are additional changes or refinements to consider with regard to such requests, suggestions, or recommendations in future procurement proceedings.  (2013 Procurement Order at 271).


The Commission will offer one other observation. Although numerous parties filed objections, responses or replies with respect to the energy efficiency proposals in the IPA’s plan, the IPA filed almost no responses or replies on these issues.  In future procurement plan proceedings, and workshops, the Commission believes input from the IPA would be useful in assessing such issues.  (2013 Procurement Order at 272).
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
