With us in

Chicago are Commissioner Ford and Commissioner

O'Connell-Diaz. I am Chairman Scott. We have a

quorum.

Before moving into the agenda,

according to Part 1700.10 of Title 2 of the Illinois

Administrative Code this is the time we allow the

members of the public to address the Commission.

Members of the public wishing to address the

Commission must notify the Chief Clerk's Office at

least 24 hours prior to the Commission meeting.

According to the Chief Clerk's Office we have no

requests to speak at today's Regular Open Meeting.

CHAIRMAN SCOTT: We now move to the Public

Utilities agenda. First up is the approval of

minutes from the March 9 Electric Vehicle Policy

Meeting.

ALJ Albers recommends that the Commission

enter an Order granting the relief requested by

BlueStar and directing Ameren to file tariffs

consistent with Part 453 of the Administrative Code

within 14 days.

This item has been on our agenda for a

few months now, and I believe we have reached some

resolution between offices on some consensus

revisions that do not change ALJ Riley's conclusion.
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I will go ahead and introduce these

revisions. With the revisions we want to maintain

the conclusion that the Commission does have

jurisdiction over this matter and denying the Motion

to Dismiss. But we did want to streamline the

discussion of Section 16-116 and also advise the

Complainant that there may be value in filing an

amended complaint, as much of the confusion in this

matter may have come from the fact that the

Complainant initially filed without the assistance of

counsel. Now that the Complainant has the assistance

of counsel, the entire process may benefit through

bringing more clarity and organization to the

complaint and categorically framing what is truly at

issue between the parties.
