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ICC Approves Proposal for ATC Transmission Line






       From Wisconsin to Zion Energy Center 
The Illinois Commerce Commission issued an order this week authorizing American Transmission Company (ATC) to construct, operate and maintain a new 345 kV electric transmission line in Lake County.

ATC filed an application with the ICC in September, 2011 seeking a certificate of public convenience and necessity to construct the 1 ½ mile line to connect its Pleasant Prairie substation in Pleasant Prairie, Wisconsin to the Commonwealth Edison Company system at the Zion Energy Center substation.  ATC’s proposed line will help alleviate electric transmission congestion in the area, allow for more economic dispatch of generated electricity and enhance reliability of the transmission system.  It is also expected to promote the development of a competitive electricity market. The total transmission line project is estimated to cost approximately $31 million.

The route, proposed by the company and approved by the Commission, would parallel the Union Pacific Railroad tracks and three ComEd
transmission lines as it enters Illinois, then continue south, adjacent to the east side of the railroad tracks to the property of Zion Energy LLC, and around the peaking generation plant and connecting with  the Zion Energy Center substation.
