0142-07 K2 Excavating & Construction

Staff has been unable to make contact with K 2 Excavating & Construction.  The last time K2 notified JULIE of a planned excavation was July 26, 2004, locate request number (A2082568).  The company was dissolved by the IL Secretary of State in December 2003.  The address (10298 Country Lane, Beach Park, IL) listed as the business address is now the residence of Ingalls, JA.  

The business phone number (847-599-8898) has been disconnected.

During the research, a news article was found that show K2 Excavating and Construction was fined for 6 violations of OSHA Safety Standards.  One of K2 employees was killed during a trench collapse on May 29, 2003.
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
