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              ICC REVISES DELIVERY RATES FOR AMEREN UTILITIES

The Illinois Commerce Commission today entered an order on rehearing in the Ameren Illinois gas and electric delivery rate cases, allowing the company to increase annual delivery revenue by an additional two to three percent.  

In June, 2009 Ameren requested $226 million in additional revenue, later revising the request to $130 million. In May 2010 the Commission determined the company could justify $14.7 million in new annual revenue.   Today’s order on rehearing allows Ameren to recover an additional $29 million in new revenue, above that granted in the May 2010 order.  In total, the ICC approved $43.7 million, which is 19 percent of the Ameren’s original request.

Ameren filed a petition seeking rehearing earlier this year.  The Commission agreed to hear arguments only on a limited number of issues including accumulated depreciation reserve, accumulated deferred income taxes, cash working capital, pension and other post-employment benefits.   Testimony was presented and arguments made during the rehearing period by representatives of the company, the Attorney General’s office, the Citizens Utility Board, Illinois Industrial Energy Consumers and the ICC staff.  The additional revenue approved is the result of adjustments in those specific issues.


 In the May 6, 2010 ICC order natural gas delivery service rates were reduced for CILCO, IP and CIPS customers while electric delivery service rates were increased.  As a result of the order on rehearing today:
· Natural gas bills for average AmerenCILCO, AmerenIP  and CIPS residential customers will increase by approximately one percent;

· Electric bills for average AmerenCIPS residential non-space heat customers will increase by about one percent, space heat customers by less than one percent;

· Electric bills for average AmerenIP residential non-space heating and space heating customers will increase by about one percent; and
· Electric bills for average AmerenCILCO customers will increase by less than one percent;


The adjustments to delivery rates will be reflected on customer bills by mid-November.
