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                   ICC Approves Funds for Highway–Rail Grade Crossing Project





            BSNF Crossing Near Camp Point

The Illinois Commerce Commission Wednesday approved an order that provides for public safety improvements to the 2200E Road highway-rail grade crossing of the BNSF Railway Company’s track near Camp Point in Adams County.

The Commission approved an expenditure of $482,443 from the Grade Crossing Protection Fund (GCPF) in Docket #T13-0115, to pay approximately 95 percent of the total cost of the project, which is estimated at $504,051.  BNSF will pay the remainder of the installation costs and maintain the grade crossing in the future.  The local road district will maintain the highway approaches after the work is completed.

The work will include installation of flashing light signals and gates, controlled by constant warning timed circuitry, improvements to the existing highway approaches to the crossing and installation of temporary stop signs at the crossing.

The Commission administers the GCPF, which is funded by motor fuel tax money designated for rail safety improvements.  The General Assembly appropriates $42 million annually for GCPF projects.
