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ICC Sets Public Hearing on ComEd Rate Cases for March 10

The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a public hearing on ComEd’s proposal to increase electric delivery rates at 1 p.m. Thursday, March10 in the Commission’s main hearing room, 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago.

ComEd has requested ICC authorization to increase rates in order to generate $396,053,000 in additional annual revenue in docket 10-0467.  The company has argued that the increase is necessary to allow it to modernize its electric delivery system and recover the costs of construction projects made since 2007.   The company also filed a separate docket, 10-0527, which seeks authority to implement a pilot alternative regulation program.  The company indicated it would pursue several including accelerated replacement of underground facilities, an electric vehicle initiative, implementation of smart meters and a low income customer assistance program if it is allowed to collect funds from customers as it proceeds rather than waiting to recover after the projects are completed.

Oral or written testimony will be accepted at the hearing.  A stenographer will make a record of all comments for Commission review.

A final decision in the ComEd rate case is expected in May.
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
