Frequently Asked Questions for Applications for Certification of Installers, Maintainers and Repairers of Electric Vehicle Charging Station Facilities

1) What is the mailing address to submit the completed application?

2) How many copies of the application should be submitted?

Only the original application is required. 
3) May the application be filed electronically?

Yes.  You can file the application electronically through the ICC e-docket system. The web site is http://www.icc.illinois.gov/e-docket/.  If you are interested in filing electronically and need assistance, there is a help line for e-docket at (217) 557-4224. 


4) Is there an application fee?

Yes. The application fee is $50.
5) What is the law and what is the Commission’s EV Charging Station Installer Certification rule (Part 469)?
Section 16-128A of the Public Utilities Act can be found here and Code Part 469 can be found here.
6) What if the application contains confidential information such as a Social Security number?
Do not include any confidential information in the public version of the application.  Include all confidential information in Confidential Exhibit B.  In the public version of your application, your response should remove all confidential information by showing a shaded area instead of the confidential information. Also note in your response that the confidential information is included in Confidential Exhibit B.

How long does the certification application process take?

A properly filed and complete application will likely be approved within five to nine weeks.

Can EV charging station certification process be expedited?

No.  However, we encourage applicants to send a draft of their application for review so that any issues with the draft application can be resolved prior to filing the application with the Commission.
