                       ICC To Evaluate Electricity Supply






       At Nov. 7 Policy Meeting in Chicago

The Illinois Commerce Commission will hold an Electric Policy Committee forum to evaluate electricity supply, the economic mechanisms to ensure reliability on the grid and the potential impact of environmental regulations on Illinois’ power supply Thursday, Nov. 7 in Chicago.

The day-long program will begin at 10:30 a.m. in the Commission’s main hearing room, on the eighth floor of the Bilandic Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street, with opening remarks from ICC Chairman Doug Scott. 

Presenters will include representatives of the Midcontinent Independent System Operator (MISO) and PJM, the regional transmission organization serving utility customers in the ComEd service area.

Three different panels of experts will discuss electricity resource adequacy from the perspectives of consumers, grid operators, energy suppliers and electricity generators.  
Commissioner Ann McCabe will lead a roundtable discussion with all panelists at 3 p.m. to summarize the results of the discussions.
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
