The Illinois Commerce Commission will hold a press conference at 10 a.m. Thursday, August 11 in its main hearing room, eighth floor, 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago with Cynthia L. Quarterman, administrator for the U.S. Department of Transportation’s Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration, and Congressman Bobby L. Rush of the first district of Chicago, to discuss pipeline and other utility line safety issues.


The press conference will focus on the importance of calling 811, the national number that automatically connects the caller to their local One Call Center. The One Call Center notifies the local utilities and they locate and mark underground utility lines for free before digging to prevent damage to underground lines.  Illinois law requires everyone to call JULIE, (Joint Utility Locating Information for Excavators) or DIGGER in the city of Chicago at least 48 hours or two work days prior to the start of excavation.
