· What are the bidding difficulties that have prevented DCEO’s participation in IPA Plans to date?  What barriers prevent DCEO’s participation in the annual third-party RFP process conducted pursuant to Section 16-111.5B of the Public Utilities Act?  

Evaluation of Section 16-111.5B Energy Efficiency Programs

· [bookmark: _GoBack]The IPA stated in Docket No. 13-0546 that it does not intend to assume an oversight role for energy efficiency programs.  The IPA agreed with the OAG, however, that oversight over Section 16-111.5B-authorized programs is appropriate and necessary.  What kind of oversight mechanisms are in place currently for Section 16-111.5B programs?  How do the utilities monitor the day-to-day operations of Section 16-111.5B  programs? What steps, if any, need to be taken to ensure that these programs are delivering the energy savings promised in a cost-effective manner?   

· How are Section 16-111.5B programs evaluated currently?  Do the Utilities direct/oversee evaluation of all programs offered through Section 16-111.5B?  To what extent do existing evaluation practices mirror evaluation practices conducted for Section 8-103 programs?  For example, are net-to-gross assessments made that mirror the NTG evaluation practices conducted for Section 8-103 programs?  How is the current TRM used in the evaluation of Section 16-111.5B programs?
