ICC Requests Comments on Initial Assessments of 
Impact of Introducing Plug-in Electric Vehicles in Illinois

On December 15, 2010 the Illinois Commerce Commission’s Initiative on Plug-In Electric Vehicles received Initial Assessments of the impact of the introduction of plug-in electric vehicles on the Illinois market from AmerenIllinois, ComEd and MidAmerican.
The Initiative was formed in September, 2010 and is co-chaired by Chairman Manuel Flores and Commissioner Erin O’Connell-Diaz. 
The goals of the Initiative include: 
· Determining the impact of the initial deployment of Plug-in Electric Vehicles (PEVs) on the State’s electric grid; 
· Determining potential/future regulatory considerations necessary to accommodate PEVs; 
· Establishing consistent statewide policies for managing PEV infrastructure and use; 
· Generating accelerated interest by auto manufacturers for introduction of PEVs into Illinois markets; and, 
· Crafting consumer education and outreach information components.
The Commission is now asking interested parties to comment on these Assessments. More details about the Initiative, the Assessments and the comment form are available at: http://www.icc.illinois.gov/electricity/pev.aspx
The ICC requests that all comments be submitted by Jan. 22, 2011. 
The Commission is planning a Policy Committee meeting in February to discuss the Assessments and Comments; after which, the Initiative will form stakeholder-driven workgroups to further explore the key policy issues that have been raised. 
The Initiative expects to complete its work and issue a report to the full Illinois Commerce Commission by early summer 2011.
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
