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ICC to Set Relocation Towing Rates for Vehicles Over 10,000 Pounds
On August 24, 2007, Governor Blagojevich signed into law Senate Bill 56 which, among other things, expands the Illinois Commerce Commission’s jurisdiction under the Illinois Commercial Relocation of Trespassing Vehicles Law to include vehicles in excess of 10,000 pounds.  
This bill, now designated as Public Act 95-0407, is effective January 1, 2008.

As a result of this statutory change, it is necessary for the ICC to determine the tow and storage charges for the towing of these large vehicles.  
The Commission is authorized to “set reasonable rates for the commercial towing or removal of trespassing vehicles from private property. The rates shall not exceed the mean average of the five highest rates for police tows within the territory to which this Chapter applies. . . and that are of record at hearing.” 625 ILCS 5/18a-200(6).  
Currently, the Commission regulates the towing operations of 64 licensed companies in Cook, DuPage, Kane, Will and Winnebago counties. 
The Commission also sets reasonable rates for the storage, for periods in excess of 24 hours, of the vehicles in connection with the towing or removal.
The ICC has set a formal proceeding and scheduled a hearing to be held before an Administrative Law Judge at the Commission’s Offices, 160 North LaSalle, Suite C-800, Chicago, Illinois on Tuesday, October 16, 2007 at 11 a.m. for the purpose of establishing towing and storage rates for the relocation of vehicles in excess of 10,000 pounds.
