ICC To Host Tanzania Energy Regulators Jan. 27-31 in Springfield
The Illinois Commerce Commission will host representatives of the Tanzanian Energy and Water Utilities Regulatory Authority (EWURA) January 27 through 31 in Springfield, for discussions on natural gas resources and renewable energy.

The Energy Regulatory Partnership program exchange is sponsored by the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners and the United States Agency for International Development.

ICC Commissioner John Colgan led a multi-state delegation to Dar es Salaam, Tanzania in August, for the first in a series of informational exchanges.  Tanzania’s goal is to double access to electricity in the country, develop newly discovered resources and build out power generation and transmission.  While in Tanzania, Colgan signed a memorandum of understanding with Tanzania, on behalf of the ICC and NARUC, establishing a partnership in which best practices and other information can be shared between regulators.   
In addition to the working sessions on natural gas pipeline safety, utility rate design, regional transmission organizations and renewable energy, the Tanzania representatives will tour ADM and Ameren Illinois facilities in Decatur, January 29.
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
