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ICC Says Trucking, Bus Companies Must Register Vehicles by October 15
The Illinois Commerce Commission announced it will send out new Unified Carrier Registration applications and fee schedules next week in order to begin registration of trucks, buses in interstate or international travel, or those in the business of transportation of cargo and goods, in compliance with new federal law.  The ICC expects to contact nearly 25,000 businesses.

Registrations must be filed with the Illinois Commerce Commission by October 15, 2007 to operate in interstate commerce.

The UCR program requires individuals and companies that operate commercial motor vehicles in interstate or international commerce to register their business under the UCR program and pay an annual fee based on the size of the fleet.  Companies operating solely as brokers, freight forwarders or leasing companies also must register and pay the minimum fee of $39.00. Companies providing both motor carrier services as well as broker, freight forwarder or leasing services must pay the fee level set at the motor carrier level. 

A commercial motor vehicle, under the law, is defined as a self-propelled or towed vehicle used on the highways in commerce principally to transport passengers or cargo, if the vehicle:

· Has a gross vehicle weight of 10,001 pounds or more;

· Is designed to transport eleven or more passengers, including the driver, or; 

· Is used in transporting hazardous materials in quantity requiring placarding.

The fee brackets for motor carriers can be found in Section 5 Fee Table included with the application which can be copied, filled out and mailed.  Additional information about UCR registration is available on the ICC website at www.icc.illinois.gov . 

While online registration is not available at this time, applications may be mailed in with personal  or company check for the fee to the Illinois Commerce Commission, 527 E. Capitol, Springfield, IL, 62701, or faxed to 217-785-1448, with credit card information.  Only VISA or MasterCard will be accepted.
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
