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    ICC URGES MOTOR CARRIERS TO REGISTER VEHICLES BY JULY 1

The Illinois Commerce Commission urged motor carriers who have not yet registered through the Unified Carrier Registration (UCR) program, to do so by July 1, 2008 or be subject to nationwide enforcement actions after that date.


 The ICC estimates there may be as many as 5,000 Illinois based interstate companies that have not registered their vehicles under the UCR program for 2008. 

Motor carriers subject to the UCR program include all motor carriers operating commercial vehicles in interstate commerce.  A USDOT number is required for all motor carriers, including for-hire and private, (not or hire) companies.  Interstate commerce is trade, traffic or transportation in the United States:

*Between a place in a state and a place outside the state including outside of the United States;

* Between two places in a state, through another state, or a place outside of the United States;


* Between two places in a state, as part of trade, traffic or transportation originating or terminating outside of the state or the United States.

A commercial motor vehicle, under the law, is defined as a self-propelled or a towed vehicle used on the highways in commerce principally to transport passengers or cargo, if the vehicle:


*Has a gross vehicle weight rating or gross vehicle weight of at 10,001 pounds whichever is greater:


*Is designed to transport more than ten passengers, including the driver, or”


*Is used in transporting hazardous material in a quantity requiring placarding.



Beginning July 1, 2008 enforcement officers will use electronic records to verify UCR compliance.  The UCR receipt need not be carried or displayed in the vehicle. Registrations for 2008, expire on December 31, 2008.   UCR applications/instructions are available at www.icc.illinois.gov
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
