ComEd GAA Proposal

February 14, 2007
ComEd offers the following responses to the questions posed on February 9, 2007 by Constellation NewEnergy, MidAmerican Energy, and Peoples Energy Services concerning ComEd’s January 19, 2007 proposal:

Q:  Are the day references in the GAA Proposal (10 and 45) calendar days or business days?


A:  ComEd proposes ten (10) business days for processing forms and forty-five (45) calendar days for execution date to submittal date.

Q:  Can the Requested Processing Date be defined as the customer’s actual meter read date?
A:  A specific date (e.g., January 14, 2007) is required.
Q:  What is ComEd’s reasoning regarding the proposal to require the Requested Processing Date be within six (6) months of the Execution Date? 

A:  Six (6) months bridges the time from the auction to the first bill under the new supply contract. This also cuts down on the amount of conflicting paperwork ComEd might receive in the interim.
Q:  Does ComEd plan to post the new DGAA Form on ComEd's website?  If so, when? If not, how does ComEd plan to inform market participants of these revisions?

A:  Yes.  ComEd intends to post the new form by February 28 (barring, of course, any unforeseen issues that might arise as part of the workshops that might require a brief postponement of this and other key dates in ComEd’s proposal).  Specifically, the new form will appear in What’s New on the PowerPath website.  An email with the new form also will be sent to our Market Participant mailing list.

Q:  Will ComEd provide us with a word version? If so, when?
A:  Yes.  ComEd will provide a Microsoft Word version as soon as the form is complete and no later than February 28 (subject to the caveat noted above).

Q:  Does ComEd plan any changes to the current process for submission of GAAs?  Is facsimile the only permissible mode of communication?  How about email?

A:  The email option will be available at ESSDContracts@exeloncorp.com.  The email must be a scanned image (preferably in PDF format) that shows the customer signature.

Q:  Does ComEd plan any changes to the current process for how ComEd sends us different GAA Status Reports ("Acceptance" and "Termination") via email w/ excel spreadsheet?
A:  No.  Acceptance will continue to be sent after the DGAA has been processed.  Rejections will be sent at time of rejection.
Q:  Regarding the implementation timeframe and the “short period of time after March 1” when ComEd will still accept the old GAA Forms.  For how long will ComEd accept these new Forms?  On what date will ComEd cease accepting the old Forms?

A:  ComEd will accept the old forms for one month, through April 1st.  After that, the new form will be required.  If the old form is used, the Requested Processing Date is considered to be the date ComEd receives it.
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
