       ICC To Discuss Energy Efficiency Programs Tuesday
The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a joint Electricity, Gas and Consumer Policy Committee meeting at 1 p.m. Tuesday, June 25 in Springfield, to examine current energy efficiency programs and discuss additional efforts that might be needed to increase energy efficiency in the state.   The meeting will be held in the ICC’s main hearing room, 527 E. Capitol Avenue in Springfield, and may be monitored in the main hearing room in the Chicago office, C-800,  160 N. LaSalle Street.

ICC Chairman Doug Scott will open the meeting and James Zolnierek, director of the ICC’s policy department, will give an overview of the state’s energy efficiency programs.    The first panel will focus on the utility perspective and includes Keith Martin, Ameren Illinois’ director of consumer service and energy efficiency; Tim Melloch, ComEd’s director of energy efficiency programs; Diane Munns, Mid American Energy’s vice president for regulatory relations and energy efficiency; John Moran, Peoples Gas’ senior leader of energy efficiency and major accounts; Ed Carroll, vice president of program design and development at Franklin Energy; and Jim Jerozal, Nicor Gas’ managing director of energy efficiency programs.

The second panel will highlight the government perspective on energy efficiency and includes Karen Lusson, senior assistant attorney general for the Illinois Attorney General’s Office;  Anthony Star, acting director of the Illinois Power Agency and Mel Nickerson, deputy director of the Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s energy office.
