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      ICC SETS PUBLIC HEARING ON  IL.  AMERICAN WATER RATES 

 The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a public hearing on Illinois-American Water Company’s proposal to increase water rates Wednesday, March 19 in the Champaign City Council Chambers, 102 S. Neil Street.

 The public hearing will begin at 7:00 p.m. 


 Representatives of Illinois-American Water Company will be on hand to outline the rate increase proposal and to answer questions.  Oral and written comments will be accepted.

A stenographer will be on hand to record comments on the rate proposal.  Those comments will be transcribed and placed on the public comment section of the ICC’s e-docket system.


Illinois-American Water filed a petition with the ICC in October seeking to increase water and sewer rates in its various divisions.   The case has been docketed as 07-0507 and all documents in the case are available on the e-docket system using the case number.
