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    ICC ANNOUNCES BRIEFING ON ENERGY PROCUREMENT PLANS


The Illinois Commerce Commission will meet at 1:30 p.m. Tuesday, Feb. 26 in Chicago for a briefing on plans by Illinois utilities to procure energy to supply customers beginning in June.

The meeting will be in the ICC’s main office, Suite C-800, Michael Bilandic building, 160 N. LaSalle Street.


Section 16-111.5 (j) of the Public Utilities Act required Ameren and ComEd to file initial procurement plans to identify power and energy products, including renewable resources, to be procured and delivered for one year, beginning in June, 2008 and extending through May 2009. ComEd and Ameren Illinois hired procurement administrators to assist in those purchases.

Among those briefing the ICC will be NERA Economic Consulting, which is representing ComEd in the procurement process and Levitan & Associates, Inc, which is representing Ameren.   

 Craig Roach of Boston Pacific Company will describe his work as monitor of the procurement process.

 This procurement process will allow Ameren and ComEd to secure electricity for customers until the new Illinois Power Agency assumes its responsibility for energy purchases under the Illinois Power Agency Act in 2009.
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
