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  ICC Commissioner Lieberman Will Leave Board May 31

Illinois Commerce Commissioner Robert Lieberman announced today that he will leave the Commission May 31 to take a position with the Regulatory Assistance Project.
Lieberman joined the Commission in 2005 and has led the Commission towards policy development in the areas of broadband communication, energy efficiency and demand side management. 

In his new role, Commissioner Lieberman will provide research, analysis and educational assistance to public officials on electricity utility policy and regulation.   The Regulatory Assistance Project works with public utility regulators in 45 states and Washington, D.C., as well as Brazil, India, Namibia, China, Egypt.

Prior to joining the ICC, Lieberman served as CEO of the Center for Neighborhood Technology where he developed innovative ecological and economic strategies for urban regions within the United States.  He was responsible for development and implementing series of programs to expand public access to technology and increase neighborhood energy efficiency, including Energy Smart Pricing, the I-Go Car Share program, and Wireless Community Networks, which provided low-cost broadband access to low income communities.
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
