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Illinois Utilities File Annual Supplier Diversity Reports


          ICC Will Review Diversity Compliance June 11, Chicago

Five of Illinois’ larges utilities have filed their annual Supplier Diversity Reports for 2014 with the Illinois Commerce Commission.

Section 5-117 of the Public Utilities Act 220 ILCS 5/5-117,  which became effective August 26, 2014, requires regulated gas, electric, and water utilities that have 100,000 customers or more to submit annual reports “on all procurement goals and actual spending for minority-owned, women-owned, veteran-owned, and small business enterprises in the previous calendar year,” and the utilities’ plan for implementing and realizing their goals for the following year.
The first reports, filed by Illinois American Water, Ameren Illinois, Commonwealth Edison, Peoples Gas and Nicor Gas, were filed April 15, 2014 and may be viewed on the ICC’s website at  http://www.icc.illinois.gov/filings/mwvs/default.aspx
The Commission has scheduled a meeting for 1 p.m. Thursday, June 11 in Chicago to receive updates from utilities on their compliance with diversity hiring requirements, as detailed in the Public Utilities Act.  The meeting will be in the Commission’s main hearing room, 8th floor, 160 N. LaSalle St.
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
