Design and installation shall comply with fire protection standards as published in the NFPA’s Code 72 and 72E.

2)
Types of fire detectors include heat, smoke, flame, laser, photo-electric, aspiration, ionization and fire-gas types.  Detection systems shall utilize a minimum of two (2) types of devices monitoring each alarm zone within a facility for buildings exceeding 1,600 square feet.  Buildings of less than 1,600 square feet shall utilize one (1) single detector-type capability.  Single detector-type systems shall not utilize heat only sensors.

3) Each facility with multiple alarm zones within a building exceeding 1,600 square feet shall have a local interior zone annunciator panel immediately inside of an entrance door as designed in the pre-plan.
The facility may also have remote monitoring by a company operated central station.  Upon receipt of a fire signal at such remote station, the station operator shall immediately notify the appropriate Fire Department.
