83 Ill. Adm. Code Part 785.50 Pre-Emergency Planning
a)
Carriers shall, for each telecommunications facility in Illinois, work with the local fire department or fire protection district to develop a pre-emergency plan.  This plan shall include, but not be limited to:  signage, location of the de-energizing switches, emergency procedures, copies of maps or floor diagrams…. The plan shall be signed by the facility manager and the fire chief of that area.
During the course of a central office inspection, the Commission staff will be reviewing the signage within the central office to ascertain that all signage and markings are located in such a manner as to be visible to fire personnel entering the facility in smoky conditions.  Company personnel should review signage, on a regular basis, to verify that no signs have become blocked by the placement of new equipment, rugs, etc.  It is important that all signage on power panels clearly denote which fuses/breakers must be thrown to de-energize the office.
The plan is to include a set of written directions on the steps necessary to turn off all power sources within the office.  The instructions should be clear and concise and should be readily understood by a person not routinely familiar with the central office setting.

The code requires that the local fire department be given a tour of facilities on an annual basis.  In those instances where the local fire officials are not available on an annual basis, notation of all contact attempts should be documented.
