“The Level of CLEC Intrastate Switched Access Rates”

On August 30, 2007, Commission Staff hosted a workshop to discuss with interested parties the nature and level of CLEC intrastate switched access rates in Illinois.  In scheduling this workshop, Staff noted that the FCC’s April 26, 2001 Seventh Report and Order in CC Docket No. 96-262 concluded that “some action is necessary to prevent CLECs from exploiting the market power in the rates that they tariff for switched access services”.
 The FCC consequently established a benchmark level at which CLEC access rates would be presumed to be just and reasonable.  Staff also noted that CLEC intrastate switched access rates vary considerably in Illinois, and that some CLECs had proposed notable increases in such rates. Finally, Staff noted that several states, including California and Virginia, had undertaken proceedings to examine CLEC intrastate switched access rates.   
Staff will host a second informal workshop to discuss the nature and level of CLEC intrastate switched access rates in Illinois.  This informal workshop will commence at 10:00 a.m. (central) on Monday, January 28, 2008, utilizing the Commission’s video-conference facilities.
